If you stay in a private apartment, it is customary in the Tokyo area to pay 0-2
months' rent as deposit (partially returned on departure), 0-2 manths' rent as key money and 1
manth's rent or more as the realtor's commission (1 month's rent as commission 2 years later (¢
renew the contract). Also, Japanese apartments do not include furnishings.
