B Information for International Students (J}E A 824 [ 555)

1.  (University Website) For privately financed international students: Scholarship schemes
Information on scholarships available to privately financed international students, such as those awarded by
scholarship foundations, is provided on the following page. The information will be updated from time to time.

2. Tuition fee exemption / deferment

Students who fall into any of the three categories described below may apply for an exemption of the full
amount or of half the total tuition fee. Students who wish to request deferment of payment of tuition fee because
of similar reasons may apply for a deferment. Those seeking exemptions or deferment must apply every
semester (April and September).

1) Students experiencing difficulty paying tuition fees because of financial difficulties and those deemed
eligible because of excellent academic performance. (*1)

2) Students who experience difficulties in paying tuition fees because of the death of the person(s)
responsible for paying part or all of the cost of their school fees; and students who are affected by a
natural disaster within a six-month period before the due date for the payment of tuition fees in a
particular semester (or where the exemption is sought for the first semester at the university, within one
year before entering the university) or where the person(s) who are responsible for paying part or all of
their school fees are similarly affected.

3) Students deemed by the president of the university to fall into category 2. (*2)

*1: In principle, students who have failed a particular course or have exceeded the term stipulated for the
course are not eligible for tuition exemptions, but there are some exceptions. Besides, in AY2023 only, those
were planning to complete their program by March 2023, but have experienced a delay in their research plans

due to the influence of COVID-19, such as difficulty in collecting materials and conducting fieldwork, forcing

them to continue studying beyond this date, may be eligible. Please see the Application Procedures for details.
*2: For applications made for the 2023 Spring-Summer semester, students who have experienced a sudden
change in the household’s financial circumstances due to the impact of COVID-19 will be accepted under
category 3) above if they fulfill the conditions stated in the Application Procedures. The treatment of such

applicants for the 2023 Spring-Summer semester onwards will be announced before each application period.

3.  Hitotsubashi University Foundation (Frontier 4 Foundation) Student Support Payments

This payments system was established as a support scheme for undergraduate students enrolling from AY2020
onwards, using money donated to the university (Hitotsubashi University Foundation — Frontier 4 Foundation).
In AY2020, however, applications were made open to all students, including graduate students, as an aspect of
integrated support for students who are facing obstacles to the continuation of their studies due to the recent
and ongoing impact of COVID-19.

Detailed information for AY2023 will be announced via CELS.

4.  System of small loans made by the University (gakusei-kinko)
Students can borrow a small amount of money from the University, subject to screening, if they are in urgent
need (within ¥30,000 in principle, but subject to consultation if they are experiencing a severe impact from

COVID-19). This amount needs to be repaid within a fixed period of time.

5.  JASSO Disaster Subventions (JASSO 55532 {%4)

The JASSO Disaster Subventions support students whose residences (located in Japan) were partially or totally
destroyed in a disaster, making it difficult for them to continue their studies.

Amount: 100,000 yen (This amount does not need to be repaid.)

Period: within 6 months following the month in which the disaster occurred.

6. NHK (TV) receiving fee exemption for students

Students will be exempt from NHK (TV) receiving fees if:

1) they receive a scholarship, which has their financial condition among its criteria, from JASSO, their
municipality, the University, a public service corporation (A% N), etc.

2) or they are exempt from tuition fees.

Contact NHK if you fulfill one of the conditions above and you are paying a NHK(TV) receiving fee.

7.  [For employees, including part-time workers] The support fund and allowance for the leave forced
to be taken under the COVID-19 outbreak (¥l = v v A v BN ISIRFE SRS - #a 1<)

This allowance will be paid to workers, including part-time workers, who fulfill the following two main

conditions and some additional criteria. 80% of wages received before taking the leave (maximum daily

amount: 11,000 yen) will be paid, according to the record of the leave forced to be taken.

1) Employees of small and medium sized companies who were/are on leave during the period mentioned
above due to instructions from their employer.

2) Those who have not being paid their wages (or leave allowance) for the leave mentioned in 1).

In AY2020-2021, the Government implemented several payment programs such as “Special Cash
Payments”(AY2020), which are for all residents of Japan, and "the Emergency Student Support Handout for
Continuing Studies"(AY2020) and “Student Emergency Aid for Continuance of Studies”(AY2021),which are
for students experiencing a significant economic impact on their lifestyles due to severe reductions in
household income and income from part-time work because of COVID-19. We will announce this type of
information via CELS if new financial support schemes are launched, especially those requiring applications

via/to the University.
